             CONSTRUCTION FACTS:
1. Stair tread and porch top borders are constructed  from limestone, available in 2 inch or 1-1/2 inch thickness, Bluestone, Rainbow and Teakwood in 2 inch thickness and Crab Orchard in 2-1/4 inch thickness. The most common width for a step is 12 inches but other standard widths are available. Please check availability and sizes of your desired treads before planning your project.

2. Center of porch tops can be constructed from a variety of natural flagstone  that either match or complement your chosen Stair Tread materials.

3. Stone should always be set in and jointed with a Portland and Sand mixture. If a Ready-Mix is desired, the preferred product is Sand-Mix. Bricks for the sides and risers are set in a Mortar and Sand mixture. If a Ready-Mix is desired, the preferred product is Mason Mix.

4. Joints of cement between stone and bricks should be ½ inch. Stair tread overhand should be ½ inch to 1 inch on any exposed end.


ORDERING FACTS:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The dimension of the stone that you order will be the dimension of the stones you receive, so do not forget to add for you overhang and subtract for any cement joints. Also the dimensions should be in total inches and rounded off to the nearest  ¼ inch.

2. One long edge is always rock faced and is considered “The Front”. With that perspective in mind, order the appropriate ends (left, right or both) rock faced so that they will appear the same as the front.
